Course Content and Programme: “Sustaining the Research Agenda: enhancing the digital resource”

Organisation: Archaeology Data Service, University of York, UK.

Dates: 26 – 29 January 2005
Course Content: The course addresses the documentation of digital resources, with particular focus on the needs of researchers in the cultural heritage and arts and humanities communities. The course will specifically cover the role of digital resources in research and consider the funding (both UK and European) of research and digitisation in archaeology. The course will address publication and digital archiving in archaeology, also covering the important issue of intellectual property rights. In particular the course will promote good practice in the curation and creation of digital data.

Didactic Method: The course utilises two key didactic methods to present the issues listed above, workshops and surgery. These are detailed in the programme below.

Audience: This course is designed for researchers involved in the creation, dissemination and use of digital resources for the arts and humanities and historic environment. The course will be of particular interest to all involved in designing research with digital output, content or involving the preparation of digital archives.

Equipment: The workshop is presented using digital projector and PowerPoint presentation. The surgery session has at its disposal the full range of ADS online resources.

Other detail: In addition to the workshop and surgery sessions the course timetable includes an introduction and orientation session. This will familiarise those taking the course with the ADS, the Department of Archaeology at the University of York and the City itself.
