Course Requirements:
This course is designed for graduate level students in cultural heritage technology and will offer an introduction and basic background about the structure of heritage institution an the formulation of heritage policy. Participants will gain familiarity with the major cultural units of the European commission as well as heritage organisations on local, regional, national and international levels. The purpose of this course is to provide a wire understanding and context for the work of cultural technologists within current European cultural heritage administration and policy.

Each participant will be required to keep a journal about course lectures tours and write an independent paper on a subject related to the course. The completed student journal will be due at the conclusion of the course. The paper will be due three weeks after the conclusion of the course.

Each participant will receive a syllabus and collected photocopies of the required course reading material. They are also expected to participate in seminar discussions. The course lectures and reading materials will be in English.
Arrangements for academic credit must be arranged individually by the participants.

The Ename Center for Public Archaeology and Heritage Presentation is not an accredited educational institute, but each participant will be given a certificate of course completion.

The certificate of completion will be sent to the participants after the receipt and the approval of the individual study project.
