Course Abstract:
The course will focus on the process that links the two edges of archaeological research: data acquisition -  data dissemination, examining the pitfalls that typically occur along this line, namely when compensating between the scientific need of an accuracy level as high as possible and the available time and budget, an efficient storing of data, reflecting in the best way the archaeological reality and consequently an easy data harvesting and investigation. Thus, the course will concentrate on data acquisition and data management for a fruitful data dissemination. 
Each day of the course will be devoted to one subject with the presentation of theoretical and methodological background as an introduction to the problem, followed by a discussion of one or more examples. Participants will then work on one or more case-studies, preferably proposed by themselves. The last day of the course will be devoted to a concluding workshop where the participants’ case studies will be discussed to propose a general framework.
Course Program:


Day I – Introduction, theoretical background and metadata


Day II – databases


Day III – XML – theory and practice 

Day IV – Standards and CIDOC
Day V – concluding workshop

Each participant is asked to bring a concrete case-study, which will be discussed and analysed throughout the course. At the end of the course, the participants will gain knowledge regarding data acquisition, structuring of archives, data sharing and data harvesting and standards for archaeological documentation.
