Course Content and Programme: “A Beginners Guide to Metadata”

Organisation: Archaeology Data Service, University of York, UK.

Course Content: The course is designed as an interdisciplinary introduction to the use of different kinds of metadata, and why such documentation is so important for the successful cross-fertilisation between the arts and humanities and information technologies. Special emphasis is given to the lessons learned from interdisciplinary research, and the challenges involved in recording information relating to the historic environment in particular. 
Didactic Method: The course utilises two key didactic methods to present the issues listed above, workshops and surgery. These are detailed in the programme below.

Audience: This course is designed for those involved in the creation, dissemination and use of digital resources for the arts and humanities and historic environment. The course will be of particular interest to all involved in designing projects with digital content or preparing digital archives.

Equipment: The workshop is presented using digital projector and PowerPoint presentation. The surgery session has at its disposal the full range of ADS online resources.

Other detail: In addition to the workshop and surgery sessions the course timetable includes an introduction and orientation session. This will familiarise those taking the course with the ADS, the Department of Archaeology at the University of York and the City itself.
