Faculty and Teachers: “Thinking Globally: Acting Locally”

Organisation: Archaeology Data Service, University of York, UK.
The University of York is a dynamic and highly successful organisation, recognised internationally for its excellence in teaching and research.  Named ‘University of the Year’ by the Sunday Times in September 2003, it has the highest average teaching score amongst UK universities and is ranked 6th for the quality of its research. Now 40 years old, the University has nearly 10,000 students, and over 30 academic departments and associated research centres.  The main campus at Heslington is a 200-acre landscaped park with a large lake.  Here the colleges and academic buildings are all within close walking distance.  The University’s city-centre campus is at the historic King’s Manor, home of the Archaeology Data Service (ADS). The ADS is the national archive for digital data produced in the course of archaeological research. It supports research, learning and teaching with high quality and dependable digital resources. It does this by preserving digital data in the long term, and by promoting and disseminating a broad range of data in archaeology. The ADS promotes good practice in the use of digital data in archaeology, it provides technical advice to the research community, and supports the deployment of digital technologies. It hosts AHDS Archaeology, funded by AHRB and the JISC.

William Kilbride, Archaeology Data Service (ADS): William has a Master of Arts in Archaeology and History from University of Glasgow. He has a Master of Science in Archaeological Science from University of Southampton and a PhD from University of Glasgow. William is responsible for promoting the ADS and usage of its online catalogue and digital resources amongst user communities. He is the first point of contact for user queries and provides a helpdesk facility for users. He is responsible for maintaining this web site, and oversees delivery of collections.
Edmund Lee, English Heritage: Edmund Lee is Data Standards Supervisor in the Data Services Unit (DSU) of English Heritage; the U.K. government lead body on the built and buried heritage. The DSU is involved in a wide range of content and terminology standards initiatives, both within English Heritage and in partnership with many other U.K. organisations and international projects.
Catherine Hardman, Archaeology Data Service (ADS): Catherine has a Batchelor of Arts degree in Politics and Economics from University of Leeds. She also has a Master of Arts in Economics from University of Leeds. Catherine has a Master of Arts in Old World Archaeology from University of Bradford and a Master of Arts in Archaeological Heritage Management from the University of York. Catherine is responsible for approaching grant holders, negotiating with depositors and acquiring access to collections. She manages collection services for the ADS, and is the first point of contact for information about data deposition, joint cataloguing, or data access and re-use.

Jon Kenny, Archaeology Data Service (ADS): Jonathan has a Batchelor of Arts in Archaeology from the University of York where he also obtained a Master of Arts in Archaeological Heritage Management. Jonathan’s PhD was awarded at Lancaster University.  Jon is responsible for management of the ARENA project, for which ADS is the lead partner. ARENA is a collaborative project with partners in a variety of European countries. The project is part funded under the Culture 2000 programme.
